Klauber noted that the Town’s recent
study of Makepeace groins demonstrated
the efficacy of a groin only 80 feet long.
The groin at the colony is 240 feet. “We
know already

1964. It did not work. The next year he
received a permit for an additional 120
feet, which now comprise the 240-foot
groin that has been in place ever since.

“You have to have the length to build
up the beach,” said Klauber.

Moore said,“I’m not here to bad-mouth
CPE. They are a good firm, but their
design won’t work. I have never seen this
proposed design implemented on the
West Coast of Florida.”

The Town has struggled, unsuccessfully,
for years to find a solution to beach ero-
sion in certain spots of our beach.

On May 26, CIiff Truitt, a coastal engi-
neer hired by the Town, said that he
recommended the T-head groins and that

forcefully
argued that the Makepeace groin at the
Colony has worked well for 40 years and
has not affected neighboring beaches.
Frustrated by the Town Commission’s
unwillingness to consider alternative
groin solutions, Klauber is spearheading
a coalition of his neighbors to lobby the
Town for further consideration and, per-
haps, to extend their efforts to the state.
“This situation deserves further consider-
ation,” said Klauber.
